This is a long excerpt from a speech by Geo Hazzard. long-time secretary of MTP in Feb. 1920: 
 

Located in the center of North America, Minnesota is the resort state par excellence. 
Northward she opens her great front door to Canada; from the west she welcomes her 
countrymen to the coast, the Orient and the isles of the sea; from the east by lake and rail she 
invites the great dense population of the United States and the traveler from Europe, and she 
sends her cool rivers and comfortable trains south to see its people away from the extreme 
heat to a land void of microbes and germs. She saves her long days and short nights for the 
enjoyment of her summer tourists. Her 10,000 crystal lakes, mighty rivers, cool brooks, 
sparkling streams and charming springs extol her fame as the ideal fishing grounds of the 
world. With cool summer nights, game fishing by bait or fly casting is good even out of 
season. 

Minnesota’s people are thrifty and well-to-do. This state is noted for educational advantages, 
but neglects Niagara Falls’ charges to visitors and continues old-style frank hospitality for 
moderate compensation. Our many streams with birch bark trails of pioneer days and good 
roads (the envy of many states) are the jov of auto parties. The great wealth of our large cities 
indicated the fertility of our soil and the prosperity of the masses. Our lakes and streams feed 
the brain; our bread, butter and meat, the brawn. Our streams and electric cars render services 
seldom equalled. Our wonderful Twin Cities (St. Paul and Minneapolis) with Minnetonka, 
White Bear, Minnehaha Falls, Fort Snelling, Como, the Mississippi and St. Croix rivers, 
Stillwater, with the greatest state prison in the world (When Bishop Potter claimed that 
Christianity had been largely swallowed up by infidelity and frivolity, according to J.B. 
Greene’s History, the Wesley revival largely stemmed the existing tide, was the means of 
saving the Protestant Episcopal church and gave to the world Robert Baikes, who started the 
first Sunday School, and Howard, the illustrious prison reformer. Howard’s efforts have been 
exemplified in the Minnesota state prison as nowhere else in the world. Late Warden Wolfer 
gave the best twenty years of his life to this institution and has become an acknowledged 
Christian reform leader. His work is being perpetuated by our present able Board of Control 
and no visitor should leave the state without inspecting this wonderful institution), the Inter-
State Park Dalles of the St. Croix (“the geological glacier garden of America”) offer the trans-
continental tourist history, pathos, patriotism and poetry which can all be enjoyed for not to 
exceed $5 plus their through ticket. 

“Why do we build hospitals?” Because some folks don’t know the gun is loaded and auto 
drivers insist on finding out which machine is the swiftest, so we must prepare for the 
inevitable. Topographically, the river at St. Paul is 700 feet above sea level and nearby land 
900, gently rolling up to 1,000 in the northern part of the state, ideal for stream-flow, drainage 
and good-road grades.
